Our trip to EastheadWe visited a windswept Easthead on a wet and windy day. Our class was learning about coastal erosion and how sea defences significantly decrease it. We saw many different examples of sea defences (groynes, salt marsh, rock armour, concrete wall, wooden wall, marram grass, sand dunes, gabions and the rock berm) and they all had different purposes. We also created an example of longshore drift, which is when the waves and the wind carry objects on to shore. The groynes are designed to prevent longshore drift. To measure how far the tide went out within 2 hours we built a long line of sandcastles and measured how far they were from the water then after 2 hours we measured it again and the tide had gone out by 25 metres!
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
