	Changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age.

	Pupils engage in learning about:  late Neolithic hunter-gatherers and early farmers through research about areas within Britain e.g. Skara Brae.
Pupils explore Iron Age hill forts and have the opportunity to explore and visit ‘Butser Ancient Farm’.
	Leads into Roman Empire topic – comparisons made between buildings and impact upon cultures previously held in Britain is explored.

Comparisons made between Celtic Roundhouses and Roman Palace.
	Considerations of prior learning – give pupils a background to shifts in cultural change throughout history.  Pupils able to consider SMSC more clearly with a greater understanding of implications of invasions and shifts to cultural / belief systems.

	The Roman Empire and its impact on Britain.

	Pupils visit ‘Butser Ancient Farm’ with a brief opportunity to explore and visit a ‘Roman style villa’ and compare this to the Round Houses.
	Pupils have the opportunity to consider how the British resisted, thinking back to evidence and fighting skills explored through Neolithic era.
A study of Boudica’s resistance and the ‘Romanisation’ of Britain enables pupils to build links and comparisons to England pre-Rome.
	

	Britain’s settlement by Anglo-Saxons and Scots.

	Learning of Neolithic period enables pupils to develop a basic understanding of England before invasion.
	Year 3’s Neolithic knowledge and Year 4 pre-teaching about Romans enables pupils to access areas of the curriculum.
Pupils build upon ideas of invasion, comparing attacking styles.
	

	The Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the Confessor.
	
	
	

	A Local Area History study.
	Though not studied in-depth, a visit to Butser Ancient Farm enables pupils to link briefly to local historic uses.
	School visits to Fishbourne Roman Palace enable pupils to briefly see how periods in history affected the local area.
	

	A study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066.

	
	A light touch on the state of Britain pre-1066 (Edward the Conqueror).
	Pupils’ prior learning has taken them through the ages to have an overview of aspects of a range of history from Ancient Egypt to 1066.
Pupils explore the Tudor dynasty culminating in a Tudor Banquet performed to parents.
	

	The achievements of the earliest civilizations.

	Pupils receive an in-depth overview of where and when the first civilisations appeared.
Complimented by visits to Highclere Castle and a visit by an Egyptian expert.
	Pupils track progress and shift in civilizations leading to a culminating exploration of another ‘Ancient’ civilization in Year 6.
	Previous learning in Year 3 of an Ancient Civilisation enables pupils to have a sense of time / change and the need for historical evidence and archaeology.  

	Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world.
	‘Ancient’ civilization studied on first entry to school; building skills of using evidence and thinking about archaeology as a form of discovery.
	
	Previous learning in Year 3 of an Ancient Civilisation enables pupils to have a sense of time / change and the need for historical evidence and archaeology.  

	A non-European society that provides contrasts with British history.
	
	
	A new strand of learning allows pupils to consider the range of historical learning throughout the four years and compare this to another culture.  Pupils to consider a range of time periods studied whilst comparing to the Mayan culture.



Though not all areas of the History curriculum are covered in each Year group, the build-up of skills and periods of History learned enable pupils to reflect and consider a wide outlook as required by the History curriculum:
· Pupils continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history.
· Pupils note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms.
· They regularly address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance.
· They understand how our knowledge is constructed from a range of resources.
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
