Emphasise that young people have the right to decide what happens to their body. Explain that very occasionally, young people have things done to their bodies which are criminal in this country. These crimes involve cuts made to female genitalia – the external area around the opening to the vagina.
If you were concerned about yourself, or another young person you know, are there people you can think of who can help? 
In the unlikely event of any safeguarding issues being raised during this discussion, these should be dealt with through the school’s Safeguarding policy
