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Modern Foreign Language Policy

Rationale
Bosmere believes that the study of a Modern Foreign Language provides a valuable spiritual, moral, social, cultural and educational opportunity for the personal development of children (SMSC).  This will support the School’s curriculum intent through the promotion of GROW IT and HEARTS values.
“In the knowledge society of the 21st century, language competence and intercultural understanding are not optional extras, they are an essential part of being a citizen. They are also vital in improving understanding between people here and in the wider world, and in supporting global citizenship by breaking down barriers of ignorance and suspicion between nations.  Learning languages gives insight into the people, culture and traditions of other countries and helps us to understand our own language and culture.

 Learning a Modern Foreign Language is a liberation from the insularity and provides an opening into other cultures.  It should provide opportunities for children to communicate for practical purposes, learn new ways of thinking and to read great literature in the original language.  Language teaching should provide the foundation for teaching further languages, equipping pupils to study and work in other countries.“

Aims
· To be introduced to another language in a way that is fun and enjoyable.
·  Speak with increasing fluency, spontaneity using increasingly accurate pronunciation and intonation.
· To develop linguistic competence and extend their knowledge of how languages work by exploring the differences and similarities between Spanish and English
· To understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of sources in order to improve their listening skills.
· To provide cross-curricular links by contrasting British cultural traditions such as Halloween with the Mexican festival ‘Day of the Dead’ as well as Easter and Christmas.
· To consider the experiences of people from other cultures, and reflect upon their own response to this.
· To enhance pupils’ awareness of the multilingual and multicultural world and introduce an international dimension to pupils’ learning.
· Form a sound basis for further study at KS3 and beyond.
· To provide a medium for cross-curricular links and for reinforcement of knowledge, skills and understanding developed in other subjects.
Children will be taught to:
· Ask and answer questions in Spanish
· Use correct pronunciation and grammar

· Memorise words

· Interpret meaning by getting the ‘gist’
· Translate words and phrases

· Learn a wide range of vocabulary

· Understand basic grammar

· Understand basic phonics and apply this in reading of simple Spanish texts.
· Use dictionaries

· Work in pairs and groups to communicate in Spanish

· Appreciate the awe and wonder of religious festivals, food and the art work of ground breaking artists
Learning Will:
· Have clear, achievable objectives

· Be carefully planned and structured in order to build upon previous learning. 
· Be practical, varied and active

· Involve the use of ICT where appropriate

· Include whole class, small group and paired work

· Promote success and self-esteem through the use of GROW IT and HEARTS values

· Include songs, games, pictures, videos and audio material

· Be multisensory and kinesthetic

· On occasion, pupils are recorded on video 
Links with other areas of the curriculum
English – development of speaking and listening skills, knowledge and understanding of grammar and sentence construction.  Opportunities to compare a modern foreign language with English through learning a new alphabet, phonemes, rhyming patterns, sound spelling links and position of adjectives.
PSHE –Appreciate our multilingual society as well as develop knowledge of other cultures and countries
Mathematics – counting, time, dates, money

Geography – work relating to the study of other countries, weather, maps and flags

Science – parts of the body

Music – songs, rhymes, rhythm and world music

R.E – celebrating festivals, storytelling and customs

History – work relating to traditions, family trees and famous people

Art – discussing and producing art works in the style of groundbreaking artists

P.E – Physical responses to teacher instructions and traditional playground games spoken in             the language being taught
Organisation of Teaching and Learning

A subject specialist teaches Spanish in every year group.  Spanish lessons are delivered in hour long lessons on a three week rolling programme.
SEND and Able Learners 
At Bosmere, we are aware that all pupils bring to school different experiences, interests and strengths that will influence the way in which they learn. We take this into consideration when planning, which allows all pupils to participate fully and effectively.   
All children are able to access the Spanish curriculum through differentiation, resources and adult support.  
Assessment
All lessons begin with a quick recap of the previous lessons objectives in order to maximize knowledge retention.  Clear learning objectives are shared at the start of each lesson. Formative assessment is used throughout the lesson to match learning to the needs of individuals and inform future planning.  There is a summative assessment at the end of each unit. Children’s effort and attainment in Spanish form part of the end of year report.
