To examine how we can be really sure what life was like on the Home Front by understanding how and why propaganda and censorship was used during the war- even by us!

To find out what VE Day was really like by investigating a series of written and visual resources, using them to make judgements about what was typical and showing awareness that experiences were not all the same.
