ART POLICY

Purpose of study.

Art, craft and design embody some of the highest forms of human creativity. A high-quality art and design education should engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. As pupils progress, they should be able to think critically and develop a more rigorous understanding of art and design. They should also know how art and design both reflect and shape our history, and contribute to the culture, creativity and wealth of our nation
By following the National Curriculum and considering the school policy for learning, we aim to:

1. Encourage children to develop an enjoyment and delight in making images and giving form to their thoughts.

2. Develop creative and technical skills so ideas can be expressed appropriately and confidently.
3. Foster an ability to select materials and techniques suitable for the task in hand and use these confidently and safely.
4. Develop visual and tactile sensitivity.

5. Encourage children to look closely at and be more aware of their environment and work of other artists.
6. Introduce children to the work of other artists, craft makers and designers.
7. Support and extend other areas of the curriculum.

We will achieve this by providing children with regular opportunities to:
· produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences 

· become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques 

· evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design 

· know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms
· evaluate and analyse their own creative work
Pupils should be taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design.

Pupils will be taught:

· To create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas.

· To improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay]

· About great artists, architects and designers from history, as well as modern day and their local area.
Planning
Art lessons will be appropriate for all children. Careful short term planning by teachers will enable each child to be involved through differentiation. Support will be given in the class by teacher/LSA. Provision will be given by the Art Manager, in the form of an annual off-site art trip for a selection of Pupil Premium children who may not have had the opportunity to engage with art in a wider context.
Good quality, appropriate materials are essential if the quality of work is to be produced with resulting self-satisfaction. Children should be encouraged to explore the limitations and possibilities of materials, whilst being trained in good habits of economic usage and correct storage. Each child should have a personal sketchbook to use and show their journey of art through the school. 
As a staff, we will consider the following:

i. Why we are teaching art.

ii. What our aims are.

iii. What we can do to achieve these aims.

iv. How we will teach art.

v. When it is appropriate to do it.

vi. For how long each week/fortnight it will be done.

vii. Where it will be done within the curriculum.
viii. How we will know if we are succeeding.

ix. How we will assess children’s work and how they can evaluate what they have completed themselves.
x. How we will support pupils below age related expectations and how we will meet the needs of pupils who are working towards or being assessed as ‘Beyond’
xi. How to interpret National Curriculum guidelines and plan for whole school development.
xii. Ensure cross-curricula links – especially with topic links
Supporting SMSC Through Art
At Bosmere, the art curriculum is planned to create numerous opportunities for pupils to promote their Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural (SMSC) development, preparing them for life in modern day Britain.

Through the medium of art, pupils will have opportunities to enhance their self-esteem and confidence inside and beyond the classroom. Spiritually, pupils will have opportunities to:

· develop respect for different people’s feelings and values;

· develop pupil enjoyment in learning about themselves, others and the world around them;

· develop their use of imagination and creativity in their learning;

· develop their willingness to reflect on their experiences.

Across the Key Stage 2 curriculum, there are many opportunities for pupils to begin to explore their work and the work of others, investigating why and how work is made and how messages and issues are discussed or challenged visually, particularly in contemporary art. Socially, pupils will have opportunities to:

· recognise the difference between right and wrong;

· be able to offer reasoned views about moral and ethical issues.

Across the curriculum, pupils will work independently as well as in small groups. Co-operating with their peers, pupils will be encouraged to discuss and share their thoughts and provide constructive advice within group discussions. Furthermore, pupils will be encouraged to consider the impact of art and design on society. Therefore, socially, all pupils will have opportunities to:

· use a range of social skills;

· work and socialise in different contexts;

· co-operate with others;

· show an interest in and understand the way in which communities and societies function at a variety of levels.

Pupils are encouraged to appreciate that all cultures have expression, purpose and artistic worth. They will be given opportunities to appreciate that all cultures have expression, purpose and artistic worth. As a result, spiritually, all pupils will have opportunities to:

· Understand and appreciate a wide range of cultural influences that have shaped their own heritage;

· Participate in and respond to cultural and artistic experiences;

· Respect and celebrate cultural diversity.
Assessment:

By the end of each key stage, pupils are expected to know, apply and understand the matters, skills and processes specified in the National Curriculum guidelines. A clear progression of skills will be included in the medium term planning for each year group. They will be reflected in the marking of sketchbooks and the child’s annual report. Accurate assessment will be supported by the use of subject portfolios. These will contain examples of ‘Secure’ and ‘Beyond’ pieces of children’s work relating to each unit. 
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
