MUSIC POLICY

At Bosmere, we believe that music provides invaluable opportunities for children to express themselves through discrete lessons, to deepen their understanding of curriculum topics and to develop skills and understanding in a range of enjoyable extra-curricular clubs, activities and whole school events taught by school staff and specialists.
We believe that children of all abilities develop confidence and self-esteem through creativity and will, individually and uniquely, be able to further explore the School’s Learning Values (Greatness, Resilience, Originality, Wonder, Independence and Teamwork) and HEARTS values (Healthy, Empathetic, Ambitious, Respectful, Trustworthy and Safe) as well as promoting Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural development across the school.

The school is also committed to providing our children with a platform to share and perform their abilities and skills through a range of school events and in the wider community.

AIMS

· To enhance the confidence and self-esteem of all children through participation in a wide range of musical activities
· To enhance our children’s appreciation of the richness of their own and other cultures and histories

· To develop a love of music that will enrich their lives whilst they are in school and throughout the rest of their lives

· To provide performance opportunities wherever possible 

IMPLEMENTATION

· Music is taught weekly or in blocks to develop musical appreciation, a specific skill set and an opportunity for continuous work to enhance a curriculum area or special event.

· All year groups will have the opportunity to learn an instrument through whole class teaching sessions.
· All pupils will have the opportunity to watch live performances of music to develop music appreciation.
· The school runs an orchestra and a choir, which are open to all abilities.

· Peripatetic music teachers provide individual instrumental teaching (paid for by parents) for those children who wish to learn an instrument.

· Rocksteady music lessons (paid for by parents) are available for children who wish to learn to perform as part of a rock band. 

· There is a huge emphasis on performance opportunities at our school, which could include: 
· Christmas performances 
· The Year 4 nativity
· The Year 5 end of year production
· Class assemblies
· The school choir performances to the school, the wider public and competitively
· Termly assemblies given by the children learning instruments to encourage others to join and to demonstrate what they have been learning
· Rocksteady assemblies which showcase the benefits of participation and develop children’s confidence
· Weekly whole school singing practices
SMSC

Pupils are encouraged to develop spiritually through their sense of enjoyment and fascination in learning about themselves, others and the world around them as well as using their imagination and creativity in their learning and musical experiences.
Pupil’s moral development is enhanced through levels of commitment to group, class and whole school musical performances as well as sharing responses to musical presentations from other students and visitors.
Socially, pupils collaborate routinely in group tasks where they take responsibility for their own learning outcomes and progress. Working together in year groups, as a whole school in weekly singing assembly or across the school through Choir, Orchestra and Rocksteady sessions, pupils are given opportunities to build a sense of unity which leads to them addressing their individual abilities and strengths and learning to build upon these collaboratively.
Pupils are encouraged to respect and appreciate British music over the decades as well as music from different cultures around the world and to appreciate how these have contributed to the development of our current popular musical styles. Across year groups, pupils are encouraged to participate in and respond positively to artistic and cultural opportunities.

As an inclusive school, there are no barriers to any child’s participation in any music provision or performance opportunity. Support is always provided as needed.
