	Teaching in PE continued to be of high quality throughout the year with the Sports Coach providing high quality lessons and supporting teachers across the school. The Sports Coach actually left the school part way through the academic year, but due to the succession planning model, it was possible to promote a member of the existing HLTA team to the role. Learning walks have shown that expectations continue to be high. Discussions with pupils, including during the Ofsted inspection, show that PE lessons are enjoyed and that children understand the progression in the subject. Having a consistent view across all year groups has also improved the understanding of PE as a whole. From this we have been able to identify areas that need to be further strengthened across the school.
