Discussions with pupils show that PE lessons are enjoyed and that children understand the progression in the subject. Having a consistent view across all year groups has also improved the understanding of PE as a whole. From this we have been able to identify areas that need to be further strengthened across the school.

Feedback from pupils was gained through the School Council and this was used to identify needs. Pupil premium children were offered priority places at clubs and surveyed when selecting clubs to offer. The same approach will be used next year.
