Stimulate and Generate:

Then spilt it up into 
eight sections using 
chronology and produce a

Write together some sections of a fictional 
biography based on one of the characters from 
A Christmas Carol.   Practise using formal 
language and the other features discussed and 
edit work to improve it further.
